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1. The Identity of the Holy Spirit
1. The Meaning of “Spirit”

a. ruach (Heb) and pneuma (Gre): breath, wind, life, spirit, Spirit
b. “The wind blows wherever it pleases. You hear its sound, but you cannot tell where it comes from or where it is going. So it is with everyone born of the Spirit.” (John 3:8)
c. “And with that he breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit.’” (John 20:22)
d. The Spirit is not defined, just described.
2. The Deity of the Holy Spirit

a. References to God and Spirit interchangeable (Acts 5:3-4, 1Cor 3:16-17)

b. Holy Spirit is declared to be God (2Cor 3:17-18)

c. Attributes of God applied to the Holy Spirit (eternal, Heb 9:14)

d. Works of God applied to the Holy Spirit (inspiration, 2Tim 3:16, 2Pet 1:20-21)
e. Triadic passages show the Spirit's equality to Father and Son (Matt 28:19, 2Cor 13:14, Gal 4:6, Eph 3:14-17, 1Pet 1:2)

3. The Personhood of the Holy Spirit

a. The Holy Spirit has the attributes of a person
· He has a will - 1Cor 2:11

· He speaks - Acts 13:2

· He loves - Rom 15:30

· He can be grieved - Eph 4:30

· He convicts of sin - John 16:8

· He creates - Gen 1:2; Job 33:4

· He gives gifts - 1Cor 12:8

· He intercedes - Rom 8:26

· He teaches - John 14:26

· He testifies of Jesus - John 15:26

· He baptizes - 1Cor 12:13

· He guides - John 16:13

· He encourages - Acts 9:31

· He empowers - Mic 3:8

· He gives joy - Rom 14:17

· He comforts - John 14:16-26
b. The masculine personal pronoun is used, though the word is neuter.
· Either intentional or grammatical error

2. The Work of the Holy Spirit
1. The Work of the Holy Spirit in the Old Testament

a. Creation of world (Gen 1:1-2, Job 26:13) and humanity (Gen 2:7)
b. Empowering leaders (Num 11:16-17, 27:18, 1Sam 16:13)

b. The Spirit in Jesus' Life and Ministry

· Conceived by the Spirit (Mat 1:18-20, Luke 1:35)

· Baptizes with the Spirit (Mat 3:11)

· Led by the Spirit (Mat 4:1, Luke 4:1)

· Empowered by the Spirit (Luke 4:14, Mat 12:28)

· Anointed to preach (Luke 4:18)
· Filled with joy by the Spirit (Luke 10:21)

· Instructs by the Spirit (Acts 1:2)

c. Jesus and the gift of the Holy Spirit

· Father sends Spirit in Jesus’ name (John 14:26)

· The Spirit comes to all after Jesus is glorified (John 7:39)

· Jesus sends the Spirit from the Father (John 15:26)

· The Spirit reveals the message of Jesus (John 15:16)

· Jesus gives (breathes) the Spirit (John 20:22)

3. The Baptism (Gift) of the Holy Spirit
The baptism of the Spirit is what happens when every person is born again, they are filled with the Holy Spirit. This is not a repeated event, but a constant reality when we are saved.
1. Happens to new believers (Acts 8:5-17, 10:44-48, 19:1-7)

2. A gift for all (Acts 2:17-21, 38-39)
3. There is one baptism (Eph 4:5)

4. Can’t be in Christ without the Spirit (Rom 8:9)

4. The Fullness of the Spirit
Believers are called to give themselves over to the Spirit that is within them. When they do, they are said to be full of the Spirit.
1. A daily command to be obeyed (Ephesians 5:18)

2. An admirable quality seen in believers (Acts 6:3-5)

5. The Fruit and the Gifts of the Spirit
The fruit of the Spirit are expected of all, but different gifts are assigned to different people, as the Spirit determines.
1. Fruit: sample list of character qualities for all (Gal 5:22-23)
2. Gifts: different gifts entrusted by Spirit (1Cor 12:4-11)
